· Geography is the study of the world and its resources.
· The geography of the United States is made up of many different landforms.
· Landforms are physical features of the earth's surface such as mountains, plains, deserts, coastal plains, rivers, and lakes.

· The U.S. can be separated into regions that have similar characteristics. Regions in the United States include the Northeast, Southeast, Southwest, Northwest, Arctic, and the Great Plains
· Climate is the type of weather a place has over a long period of time.
· Resources are the materials we use to meet our needs.
